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John Hosking is a freelance organist based in Blackburn. He has previously been Organist in Residence at Blackburn Cathedral, Director of Music at Holy Trinity, Southport for 4 years and Assistant Director of Music at St. Asaph Cathedral for 14 years. 
 
A prize-winning graduate of the Royal College of Music, John studied with Martin Baker, Nicholas Danby and Margaret Phillips. He held the organ scholarship at Westminster Abbey for an unprecedented three years, during which time he played for Royal and State occasions and gave 20 solo recitals in the Abbey. A busy recitalist, John gave his début solo performance at Notre-Dame Cathedral, Paris in 2015 and has performed in most of the UK's major venues, including over 40 recitals in Chester Cathedral. He recently opened the Gävle Organ Festival in Sweden and has recorded three feature-length programmes for Richard McVeigh's Beauty in Sound YouTube channel. 
 
As a composer, John has over 40 published works with both of his settings of the Requiem premiered in the North Wales International Music Festival. John is passionate about making organ music relevant to the liturgy and particularly enjoys liturgical improvisation. He played for two live broadcasts on BBC 1 from Blackburn Cathedral at Christmas 2022. In 2024 he was the organist for BBC Radio 4's live Ascension Day celebration marking the 100th anniversary of religious broadcasting and in October of the same year accompanied the Choir of Blackburn Cathedral for a live broadcast of Choral Evensong on BBC Radio 3.
