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Born and raised in Japan, Yuki Kagajo began piano lessons at the age of five, going on to study at Hiroshima University. After moving to the UK in 2002, Yuki studied with Julian Cima at Leeds College of Music, where she received the Robert Tebb Trophy for Outstanding Performance and a Master's Degree in Music.  She then won a scholarship to study with Dina Parakhina at the Royal Northern College of Music where she gained a Postgraduate Diploma in Performance.

Yuki has given numerous solo recitals and is a regular performer at Wesley Church Centre in Chester and St. Mary’s churches in Alsager and Nantwich. She has also appeared as soloist with Leeds College of Music Symphony Orchestra, Manchester Beethoven Orchestra and Wrekin College Orchestra, performing Beethoven’s First and Fourth, and Mozart’s 23rd concertos and Gershwin's Rhapsody in Blue.

Yuki is a keen chamber musician and regularly plays with violinist Alison Loram in a duo and also in the Forum Piano Trio. She recently joined with Nantwich Chamber Ensemble to play Schumann’s piano quintet. 

Alongside her performing career, Yuki runs a successful tuition studio at home in Alsager and is a visiting piano tutor at Wrekin College in Telford, and at Shrewsbury School where she is the head of Keyboard.
